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What is the Convoy of Hope outreach? 
A Convoy of Hope outreach is intended to envision, equip, and empower local service 
organizations to meet the needs of families living in human suffering.  It is a collaborative effort 

between churches, businesses, and community organizations to do together what each one could never 

do alone.  As a result of the outreach, recipients are connected with organizations that, collectively, have 
the people, resources, and programs needed to help. 

On the day of the outreach, approximately 1,000 volunteers will distribute free groceries to guests 

and provide health services, community services, job fair, live entertainment, games and activities for 

children, prizes and giveaways, and much more.  Recipients will also have opportunity to receive prayer 
for their personal needs if they so desire. 

In addition to the day of the outreach, a long-term commitment will be made through the 

Connections program.  Connections Teams will help them connect to people, resources, and programs 

that can help them in the days ahead.
